In Memory of Bob Haworth '76

Indiana Theta Celebrates the Life of Phi Open Founder

It is with deep regret that I share the arrival of
Bob (Haybaler) Haworth ’76 to Chapter
Grand of Phi Delta Theta at 7:25 a.m. on
Tuesday, March 3, 2009. Bob served on the
Phi Delt Housing Board for over 20 years and
never missed a meeting until his recent illness.

Bob’s love for our fraternity and his
remarkable ability to remember every story
associated with his time living in the House,
sometimes to our embarrassment, was
legendary. He continued to associate and
keep in contact with many of his
contemporaries from Phi Delta Theta
throughout his adult life.

Many
brothers called, wrote, or visited with Bob
during his last month and I know he
appreciated everyone contacting him.

His presence
will be missed at all the Phi Opens to come.

Bob was able to speak with several people
over his last couple of weeks and had visits
from H.P. Culp 77 and John Harbaugh *77
on the Sunday before he passed; both
indicating that he still maintained his love of

David said that although Purdue provided
him with a great engineering education, it
was Phi Delt that taught him about
communication and leadership.
